PLANNING COMMISSION MINUTES
March 21, 2022 
5:00 p.m. Meeting

Chairman Jarod Borisow called the meeting to order at 5:00 p.m. He stated that a copy of the Open Meetings Act is posted continually for public inspection located near the entrance door by the agendas. Roll call showed Chairman Borisow and Commissioners, Nielsen, Landholm, Jaeger, Horeis, Sawyer, Lathrop and Carlson were present.  A quorum was established.

Chairman Borisow read the item: dispense with the reading of the minutes of the February 18, 2022, special meeting. Commissioner Sawyer made a motion to approve the minutes as prepared. Commissioner Landholm seconded the motion. By a roll call vote, Borisow,   Nielsen, Landholm, Carlson, Jaeger, Horeis, Lathrop and Sawyer all voted in favor. The motion carried 8-0.

Chairman Borisow read the item: dispense with the reading of the minutes of the February 22, special meeting of Planning Commission and City Council.  Commissioner Nielsen made a motion to approve the minutes as prepared and Commissioner Horeis seconded.  By a roll call vote commissioners Nielsen, Carlson, Borisow, Sawyer, Jaeger, Horeis, Landholm and Lathrop voted in favor.  The motion carried 8-0

Chairman Borisow read the item: A request by Jamey Jaeger for a Change of Zone from R, Rural to LI, Light Industrial on property generally located at 3327 N. Yager Road and described as Tax Lot 36 located in Section 11, Township 17 North, Range 8 East, Dodge County, Nebraska. Planning Director Dam recommended that the item be held over to the April 18, 2022 meeting so that a Comprehensive Plan amendment could be brought forward. Commissioner Landholm made a motion to hold the item to the April 18, 2022 meeting so that a request to amend the Comprehensive Plan could be brought forward.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Lathrop. By a roll call vote, Nielsen, Carlson, Borisow, Sawyer, Jaeger, Horeis, Landholm and Lathrop voted in favor.  The motion carried 8-0

Chairman Borisow read the item: A request by Jamey Jaeger for a Conditional Use Permit to develop a self-storage facility on property generally located at 3327 N. Yager Road and described as Tax Lot 36 located in Section 11, Township 17 North, Range 8 East, Dodge County, Nebraska. . Planning Director Dam recommended that the item be held over to the April 18, 2022 meeting so that a Comprehensive Plan amendment could be brought forward. Commissioner Nielsen made a motion to hold the item to the April 18, 2022 meeting so that a request to amend the Comprehensive Plan could be brought forward.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Carlson. By a roll call vote, Nielsen, Carlson, Borisow, Sawyer, Jaeger, Horeis, Landholm and Lathrop voted in favor.  The motion carried 8-0

Chairman Borisow read the item: A request by Brian Wiese for a change to the Future Land Use Map of the City of Fremont’s Comprehensive Plan from Parks and Open Space to Industrial on property generally located at the northwest corner of W. Military Ave. and Business Park Drive, Dodge County, Nebraska and opened the public hearing. Planning Director Dam gave her staff report. The applicant’s representative spoke on behalf of the project.  Chairman Borisow closed the public hearing. Commissioner Sawyer made a motion to recommend approval. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Horeis. By a roll call vote, Nielsen, Carlson, Borisow, Sawyer, Jaeger, Horeis, Landholm and Lathrop voted in favor.  The motion carried 8-0

Commissioner Borisow read the item: A request by Brian Wiese for a Change of Zone from GC, General Commercial to LI, Light Industrial on property generally located at the northwest corner of W. Military Ave. and Business Park Drive, Dodge County, Nebraska, and opened the public hearing. Planning Director Dam gave her staff report.  The applicant’s representative spoke in support of the Change of Zone. Chairman Borisow closed the public hearing. Commissioner Horeis made a motion to recommend approval of the Change of Zone.  The motion was seconded by Chairman Borisow. By a roll call vote, Nielsen, Carlson, Borisow, Sawyer, Jaeger, Horeis, Landholm and Lathrop voted in favor.  The motion carried 8-0

Chairman Borisow read the item: A request by Brian Wiese for a Copperhead Subdivision Preliminary Plat consisting of 19 lots and a public street on property generally located at the northwest corner of W. Military Ave. and Business Park Drive, Dodge County, Nebraska, and opened the public hearing. Planning Director Dam gave her staff report.  The applicant’s representative spoke in support of the Change of Zone. Chairman Borisow closed the public hearing. Commissioner Landholm made a motion to recommend approval of the Change of Zone.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Sawyer. By a roll call vote, Nielsen, Carlson, Borisow, Sawyer, Jaeger, Horeis, Landholm and Lathrop voted in favor.  The motion carried 8-0

Chairman Borisow read the item: A request by Jenifer Bixby on behalf of Don Peterson and Associates Real Estate Company to revise and replat the Preliminary Plat of Sunridge Place Second Addition consisting of 120 lots on property generally located at the northwest corner of Jack Sutton Drive and Thornbird Drive, Fremont, Nebraska, and opened the public hearing. Planning Director Dam gave her staff report.  The applicant spoke in favor of the project. Commissioner Sawyer made a motion to recommend approval of the Preliminary Plat. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Nielsen. By a roll call vote, Nielsen, Carlson, Borisow, Sawyer, Jaeger, Horeis, Landholm and Lathrop voted in favor.  The motion carried 8-0

Commissioner Borisow read the item: A request by Jenifer Bixby on behalf of Don Peterson and Associates Real Estate Company to revise and replat the Final Plat of Sunridge Place Second Addition consisting of 120 lots on property generally located at the northwest corner of Jack Sutton Drive and Thornbird Drive, Fremont, Nebraska, and opened the public hearing. Planning Director Dam gave her staff report.  Commissioner Carlson made a motion to recommend approval which was seconded by Commissioner Landholm. By a roll call vote, Nielsen, Carlson, Borisow, Sawyer, Jaeger, Horeis, Landholm and Lathrop voted in favor.  The motion carried 8-0

Chairman Borisow read the item: A request by the Director of Planning to review updates to the Land Use map for the Comprehensive Plan, and opened the public hearing. Four individuals spoke in opposition to designating property between the cemetery and the Izzak Walton property as light industrial. One spoke in opposition of designating the lake property west of Christensen Field as light industrial. Chairman Borisow asked to form a small committee of Planning Commissioners to review the proposed changes to the Land Use Plan. Commissioners Horeis, Lathrop, Landholm and Borisow volunteered. No action was taken.
Chairman Borisow asked for a motion to adjourn the meeting.  Commissioner Landholm made a motion to adjourn and Commissioner Horeis seconded the motion.  By a roll call vote commissioners Nielsen, Carlson, Landholm, Sawyer, Jaeger, Lathrop, Horeis and Borisow voted in favor.  Motion carried. 8-0.
